President Donald Trump took to Twitter on March 21 
to declare hydroxychloroquine and azithromycin as 
the "biggest game changers in the history of 
medicine."

Medical experts and policymakers, desperate to turn 
the pandemic's tide and propelled by hype, jumped 
on the bandwagon. The FDA approved emergency 
use of the drug in late March, and many states and 
countries kickstarted their own clinical trials. Among 
them was the World Health Organization with its 
Solidarity Trial.



Hydroxychloroquine facts

The early evidence was found to be flawed. 
On March 23, three statisticians published a 
review of the French study and found it 
overstated hydroxychloroquine's benefit by 
citing Chinese sources that lacked real 
evidence.

This ineffectiveness would arise regularly in 
later research efforts. Last month, 
RECOVERY, a large British clinical trial 
investigating hydroxychloroquine treatment in 
hospitalized patients, found no significant 
difference in mortality after 28 days, or 
hospital outcomes between patients given 
the drug and those not.
