A panel of the U.5. Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia Circuit found that Trump was acting "in

his personal capacity as a presidential candidate” when he urged his supporters to march to the Capitol on
the day of the riot. U.S. presidents are immune from civil lawsuits only for official actions.

Owning and operating golf courses, hotels, condos and casinos meant Trump and his
businesses faced hundreds of personal injury claims. Many end in settlements or
dismissals, where the final resolution, including whether Trump paid the plaintiff, is
unclear. The cases cover dozens of slips, trips and falls and others where casino patrons
were injured on the properties in Atlantic City. in a few cases, Trump and his companies
were plaintiffs in such cases, most notably involving executives killed in a helicopter crash.

WASHINGTON, DC - The Financial Crimes Enforcement Network [FinCEN) today imposed a $10 million civil money penalty against Trump Taj Mahal Casino Resort (Trump Taj Mahal), for
willful and repeated violations of the Bank Secrecy Act (BSA). In addition to the civil money penalty, the casil required to conduct periodic external audits to examine its anti-money
laundering (AML) BSA compliance program and provide those audit reports to FinCEN and the casino’s Board of Directors.

Trump Taj Mahal, a casino in Atlantic City, New Jersey, admitted to several willful BSA violations, including violations of AML program requirements, reporting obligations, and recordkeeping
requirements. Trump Taj Mahal has a long history of prior, repeated BSA violations cited by examiners dating back to 2003. Additionally, in 1998, FinCEM assessed a $477,700 civil money
penalty against Trump Taj Mahal for currency transaction reporting violations.

“Trump Taj Mahal received many warnings about its deficienci d FinCEN Director Jennifer Shasky Calvery. "Like all casinos in this country, Trump Taj Mahal has a duty to help protect
our financial system from being exploited by criminals, terrorists, and other bad actors. Far from meeting these expectations, poor compliance practices, over many years, left the casino and

our financial system unacceptably exposed.”

Trump Taj Mahal admitted that it failed to implement and maintain an effective AML program; failed to report suspicious transactions; failed to properly file required currency transaction
rep and failed to keep appropriate records as required by the BSA. Notably, Trump Taj Mahal had ample notice of these deficiencies as many of the violations from 2012 and 2010 were

discovered in previous examinations.

The National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2021 (NDAA) became law on
January 1, 2021, after a congressional override of then-President Trump’s veto.

Judge dismisses Trump lawsuit against The
New York Times

A judge in New York dismissed former President Donald Trump's lawsuit against The New York Times and three of
the paper's reporters on Wednesday over a 2018 article that alleged Trump engaged in "suspect tax schemes." The
three authors of the article — David Barstow, Susanne Craig and Russ Buettner — later won the 2019 Pulitzer Prize

in explanatory reporting for the piece.

New York Supreme Court Justice Robert Reed dismissed Trump's lawsuit against the paper and its journalists, and

held him financially responsible for their attorneys fees and additional costs incurred as well, writing in his

opinion that Mr. Trump's claims "fail as a matter of constitutional law."

"Courts have long recognized that reporters are entitled to engage in legal and ordinary newsgathering activities
without fear of tort liability — as these actions are at the very core of protected First Amendment activity,"

continued Reed.
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(CNN) — Donald Trump has paid $392,000 to The New York Times to cover the legal

costs from his failed lawsuit against the newspaper and its journalists over a 2018
investigation into his finances that included confidential tax records, a spokesman for
the Times told CNN on Monday.

Trump was ordered to pay the money in January, more than eight months after Judge
Robert R. Reed granted the Times' motion to dismiss the case against it and its
journalists, concluding the journalists’ conduct was protected by the New York
Constitution.
